A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE A LOT SPLIT FOR THE PROPERTIES AT
339 & 341 NORTH BOSTWICK STREET

WHEREAS, the City of Charlotte has received a request from the owners of 339 North Bostwick Street (Parcel no.  200-000-003-031-00) and 341 North Bostwick Street (Parcel no. 200-000-003-031-00) to detach a portion of 341 North Bostwick be attached to 339 North Bostwick; and
WHEREAS, the purposes of this boundary adjustment would be to remedy a boundary encroachment by two buildings at the site; and
WHERAS, the City of Charlotte Planning Commission has reviewed this request and held the required public hearing on Wednesday, September 8, 2021 at 7 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of the City of Charlotte; and
WHEREAS, the City of Charlotte Planning Commission has made the following findings regarding this request:
· The proposed boundary change will not create or worsen a non-conforming condition.
· The proposed boundary change is consistent with and promotes the intents and purposes of the City of Charlotte zoning code.
· The proposed boundary change is compatible with the adjacent uses of land, the natural environment, and the capacities of public services and facilities. 
· The proposed boundary change is consistent with the public health, safety and welfare of the City of Charlotte and its residents.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Charlotte Planning Commission hereby approves this proposed boundary change and authorizes the property owners to file the appropriate documents recording said boundary change with the Eaton County Register of Deeds.
